It will be a bloody feast again for
Kranji’s only Vampire on June 30.

The Jason Ong-trained Pacific
Vampire looks set to notch his
third win, if his performance on
the training track is anything to go
by. Taken out by Australian jockey
Daniel Moor, he looked sharp
when sprinting over the 600m in
38.4sec on June 25.

The four-year-old son of Im-
pending deserves top billing in the
Class 3 1,200m turf event on June
30, when he takes on eight rivals. 

All he needs to do is to repeat his
performance in the $110,000 Group
3 Silver Bowl (1,400m) on June 9.

Although pitted against Lim’s

Saltoro and Makin in the Group 3
feature, he lost no marks in finish-
ing third behind the two heavy-
weights. With Moor astride, he was

always up with the pace and looked
to be a chance at the 300m when
he tried to pass tiring leader Aniki,
along the rails, even as Lim’s Salto-

ro sailed past and held off the late-
closing Makin.

Pacific Vampire made an impact-
ful debut on April 6, giving appren-
tice Jerlyn Seow probably her eas-
iest day at the office when he led
from start to finish in a Class 4
1,000m race on the Polytrack.

The Australian-bred gelding
made it two in a row when he
swept aside a Class 3 lot in a
1,200m turf contest. He again led
his rivals on a merry chase and
gave jockey Bruno Queiroz an
equally easy time in the saddle.

By then, he had garnered a size-
able fan club, one which went to
town to back him when he at-
tempted a hat-trick bid on May 18
in a Class 3 1,400m event on turf.

Alas, the race did not pan out ac-
cording to script. Yes, he strode to

the lead on settling and had at least
two lengths to spare as the 12-horse
field swung for home.

He was comfortably ahead at the
250m and was already shouted the
winner even as Queiroz asked him
for a final effort.

But there was to be no joy for his
backers, as he failed to press on
from there and a host of conten-
ders descended from the clouds. 

In the end, he finished a dismal
eighth to rank outsider Flying Ne-
mo. Perhaps, he did not appreciate
the cut in the ground as the race
was run in yielding going.

All looks well with him now and
we can expect Pacific Vampire to
strike terror again on June 30.

But pray for rain to stay away.

After he gave trainer Daniel
Meagher his first Group 3 Silver
Bowl (1,400m) on June 9, Lim’s Sal-
toro will be looking to add the
Group 2 Stewards’ Cup (1,600m) to
the Australian handler’s trophy
cabinet on June 30.

The Silver Bowl win was also the
first Group victory for Lim’s Saltoro
and, although he is untested over
the mile, the rising star of Singa-
pore racing looks extremely hard
to beat on the back of an amazing
seven wins from only eight starts.

The fact that it will be even
tougher for his opponents on June
30 was his only loss, by a short
head, to stablemate and two-time
Singapore Horse of the Year Lim’s
Kosciuszko in the $150,000 Group
2 EW Barker Trophy (1,400m) on
April 21.

The four-year-old son of Sha-
mexpress has not missed a beat
since leading home the Steven Bur-
ridge-trained Makin by half-a-
length in the $110,000 Silver Bowl,
so he looks the one to beat in the

$150,000 feature.
“I’m really happy with how Lim’s

Saltoro is going,” said Meagher,
who will also saddle January in the
Stewards’ Cup. “He had a canter to
keep him ticking over on June 25
and jockey Marc Lerner will give
him a gallop on June 26.

“We don’t change much with this
guy and why would we, given his
record? He likes his routine and
had a similar maintenance trial to
what he had before the Silver Bowl
the other day (finished seventh in
trial No. 2 on June 20).

“He will be having his first start
over the mile but there looks to be
some speed in this race, so Marc
can hopefully take a sit on him.

“We want to also teach him how
to race over longer as the Group 1
Singapore Derby over 1,800m on
July 21 is his main aim and this is a
nice stepping stone.”

That was a sentiment shared by
Lerner, who has partnered Lim’s
Saltoro to five of his seven wins.

“He’s maturing with every race
and he should be able to take a sit
on June 30,” said the French hoop.

“I think it’s all about timing with
this horse. The way he won the Sil-
ver Bowl gave me confidence that
the mile will not be a problem.”

Of Lim’s Saltoro’s opposition on
June 30, Meagher pointed to Pacif-
ic Emperor, who finished not far
behind Lim’s Kosciuszko in the

Kranji Mile on May 18.
The David Kok-trained four-

year-old by Caravaggio ran fifth in
the $1 million Group 1 feature. 

He is in fine fettle, with jockey
Daniel Moor opting not to tax him
in a barrier trial on June 25.

He was making up good ground
once the four-horse field made the
turn for home, clocking 36sec for
the final 600m, and finished only
two lengths behind hard-ridden
winner Bravo Kid.

“You have to respect Pacific Em-
peror,” said Meagher. “He came off
a pretty good run in the Kranji
Mile. That form at set weights will
hold up against his own age group.

“And I think Bestseller is a very
good horse. He was sixth in the Sil-
ver Bowl but he’s better than that
and trainer Ricardo Le Grange will
have him spot-on.”

Bestseller, a four-year-old by
Dream Ahead, also showed up in
good order on June 25 when sprint-
ing over 600m in 38.5sec with Ro-
zlan Nazam atop.

Of his other runner in the Silver
Bowl, Meagher suggested January
will appreciate a change of gear
and improve on the back of a good
trial while adding that Lim’s
Smythe is the one to watch in the
$50,000 Class 4 race over 1,600m.

“I’ve put the blinkers back on Ja-
nuary,” said Meagher, after the son
of Swiss Ace finished last in the Sil-
ver Bowl. “He did pull up a tad sore
but his trial (third on June 20) was
good and he should improve.

“I’m also looking forward to hav-
ing Lim’s Smythe (a three-year-old
son of Saxon Warrior) back at the
races after his third to Ace Of Dia-
monds in the Group 2 Singapore
Guineas (1,600m) on May 18. He’s
an exciting stayer going forward.”

June 25
gallops at
Kranji

It will be a bloody feast again for
Kranji’s only Vampire on June 30.

The Jason Ong-trained Pacific
Vampire looks set to notch his
third win, if his performance on
the training track is anything to go
by. Taken out by Australian jockey
Daniel Moor, he looked sharp
when sprinting over the 600m in
38.4sec on June 25.

The four-year-old son of Im-
pending deserves top billing in the
Class 3 1,200m turf event on June
30, when he takes on eight rivals. 

All he needs to do is to repeat his
performance in the $110,000 Group
3 Silver Bowl (1,400m) on June 9.

Although pitted against Lim’s

Saltoro and Makin in the Group 3
feature, he lost no marks in finish-
ing third behind the two heavy-
weights. With Moor astride, he was

always up with the pace and looked
to be a chance at the 300m when
he tried to pass tiring leader Aniki,
along the rails, even as Lim’s Salto-

ro sailed past and held off the late-
closing Makin.

Pacific Vampire made an impact-
ful debut on April 6, giving appren-
tice Jerlyn Seow probably her eas-
iest day at the office when he led
from start to finish in a Class 4
1,000m race on the Polytrack.

The Australian-bred gelding
made it two in a row when he
swept aside a Class 3 lot in a
1,200m turf contest. He again led
his rivals on a merry chase and
gave jockey Bruno Queiroz an
equally easy time in the saddle.

By then, he had garnered a size-
able fan club, one which went to
town to back him when he at-
tempted a hat-trick bid on May 18
in a Class 3 1,400m event on turf.

Alas, the race did not pan out ac-
cording to script. Yes, he strode to

the lead on settling and had at least
two lengths to spare as the 12-horse
field swung for home.

He was comfortably ahead at the
250m and was already shouted the
winner even as Queiroz asked him
for a final effort.

But there was to be no joy for his
backers, as he failed to press on
from there and a host of conten-
ders descended from the clouds. 

In the end, he finished a dismal
eighth to rank outsider Flying Ne-
mo. Perhaps, he did not appreciate
the cut in the ground as the race
was run in yielding going.

All looks well with him now and
we can expect Pacific Vampire to
strike terror again on June 30.

But pray for rain to stay away.

After he gave trainer Daniel
Meagher his first Group 3 Silver
Bowl (1,400m) on June 9, Lim’s Sal-
toro will be looking to add the
Group 2 Stewards’ Cup (1,600m) to
the Australian handler’s trophy
cabinet on June 30.

The Silver Bowl win was also the
first Group victory for Lim’s Saltoro
and, although he is untested over
the mile, the rising star of Singa-
pore racing looks extremely hard
to beat on the back of an amazing
seven wins from only eight starts.

The fact that it will be even
tougher for his opponents on June
30 was his only loss, by a short
head, to stablemate and two-time
Singapore Horse of the Year Lim’s
Kosciuszko in the $150,000 Group
2 EW Barker Trophy (1,400m) on
April 21.

The four-year-old son of Sha-
mexpress has not missed a beat
since leading home the Steven Bur-
ridge-trained Makin by half-a-
length in the $110,000 Silver Bowl,
so he looks the one to beat in the

$150,000 feature.
“I’m really happy with how Lim’s

Saltoro is going,” said Meagher,
who will also saddle January in the
Stewards’ Cup. “He had a canter to
keep him ticking over on June 25
and jockey Marc Lerner will give
him a gallop on June 26.

“We don’t change much with this
guy and why would we, given his
record? He likes his routine and
had a similar maintenance trial to
what he had before the Silver Bowl
the other day (finished seventh in
trial No. 2 on June 20).

“He will be having his first start
over the mile but there looks to be
some speed in this race, so Marc
can hopefully take a sit on him.

“We want to also teach him how
to race over longer as the Group 1
Singapore Derby over 1,800m on
July 21 is his main aim and this is a
nice stepping stone.”

That was a sentiment shared by
Lerner, who has partnered Lim’s
Saltoro to five of his seven wins.

“He’s maturing with every race
and he should be able to take a sit
on June 30,” said the French hoop.

“I think it’s all about timing with
this horse. The way he won the Sil-
ver Bowl gave me confidence that
the mile will not be a problem.”

Of Lim’s Saltoro’s opposition on
June 30, Meagher pointed to Pacif-
ic Emperor, who finished not far
behind Lim’s Kosciuszko in the

Kranji Mile on May 18.
The David Kok-trained four-

year-old by Caravaggio ran fifth in
the $1 million Group 1 feature. 

He is in fine fettle, with jockey
Daniel Moor opting not to tax him
in a barrier trial on June 25.

He was making up good ground
once the four-horse field made the
turn for home, clocking 36sec for
the final 600m, and finished only
two lengths behind hard-ridden
winner Bravo Kid.

“You have to respect Pacific Em-
peror,” said Meagher. “He came off
a pretty good run in the Kranji
Mile. That form at set weights will
hold up against his own age group.

“And I think Bestseller is a very
good horse. He was sixth in the Sil-
ver Bowl but he’s better than that
and trainer Ricardo Le Grange will
have him spot-on.”

Bestseller, a four-year-old by
Dream Ahead, also showed up in
good order on June 25 when sprint-
ing over 600m in 38.5sec with Ro-
zlan Nazam atop.

Of his other runner in the Silver
Bowl, Meagher suggested January
will appreciate a change of gear
and improve on the back of a good
trial while adding that Lim’s
Smythe is the one to watch in the
$50,000 Class 4 race over 1,600m.

“I’ve put the blinkers back on Ja-
nuary,” said Meagher, after the son
of Swiss Ace finished last in the Sil-
ver Bowl. “He did pull up a tad sore
but his trial (third on June 20) was
good and he should improve.

“I’m also looking forward to hav-
ing Lim’s Smythe (a three-year-old
son of Saxon Warrior) back at the
races after his third to Ace Of Dia-
monds in the Group 2 Singapore
Guineas (1,600m) on May 18. He’s
an exciting stayer going forward.”
