AUSTRALIA FEED: NEW PLYMOUTH-NZ/ GRAFTON (MARK CODE 5)

The old cliche that the Melbourne
Cup stops a nation was given a dif-
ferent spin at its 164th edition at
Flemington on Nov 5 when
Knight’s Choice, a horse that had
eluded most calculations, also left
a nation numb with shock.

All week, the market had been
skewed towards movers and shak-
ers like Buckaroo, Vauban, or the
“next best” cluster encompassing
the likes of Zardozi, Land Legend,
Absurde, and even overnight dark
horses, UK raiders Onesmoothop-
erator and Sea King after late wins
in lead-up races like the Geelong
Cup and Bendigo Cup.

In a field of 23, inevitably, some
in the A$8.56 million (S$7.44 mil-
lion) Group 1 race (3,200m) would
have to “finish at the rear”.

Knight’s Choice, an obscure
Queensland raider, was one of
those. He was an also-ran in his
warm-up races, such as the Caul-
field Cup and Turnbull Stakes.

Even a last-start closing fifth in
the Bendigo Cup (2,400m) or his
part-trainer Sheila Laxon boast-
ing a Melbourne Cup win on her
CV, Ethereal in 2001, were still not
redeeming points to many.

Such was the Extreme Choice –
a sprinting sire to add further im-
probability to an eventual win –
five-year-old’s anonymity that he
was not even noticed in the first
3,000m of the staying fest, buried
away at the rear of the field.

It was only in the last furlong, af-
ter Japan’s Warp Speed (Akira Su-
gawara) collared Okita Soushi (Ja-
mie Kah) that a splash of pink and
lime was noticed flashing on the
inside, Knight’s Choice.

The $594 (on the Singapore
tote) shot beat Warp Speed by a
short head, but it would only be af-
ter pushing the rewind button that
most would draw a better appre-
ciation of the quality of the win
from the ducking-and-weaving
run off an untenable position.

From the silent Flemington
crowd of 91,168 racegoers, only a
handful were revelling, namely
Laxon and her partner John Sy-
mons, as well as Irish jockey Rob-
bie Dolan – ironically better
known for making some noise
from his vocal cords as a former
The Voice Australia singer than his
mastery in the saddle.

“Pinch me, I think I’m dreaming.
I just don’t know what to say,” he
said, unable to process the fact a
boy from County Kildare had just
won his first Melbourne Cup at his
first try.

“I’ll be singing for the rest of my
life after that.”

Dolan, 28, has only been riding
in Australia for eight years, and
though competent in Brisbane

where he finished ninth in the
2023-2024 premiership, he is not
one of the flashier names associat-
ed with such a global event.

Laxon, the wife of the late nine-
time Singapore champion trainer
Laurie (who himself won the 1988
Melbourne Cup with Empire
Rose), clearly has more of a Cup
pedigree, but stayed composed.

“Obviously, when you win a race
like this, it takes a while to regis-
ter,” said Laxon, who is New Zea-
lander-Australian.

“We’re over the moon, the own-
ers are so thrilled. It does bring
back (memories of ) the first one.

“I love doing it for the Austra-
lians, they’ve done it and Robbie’s
Australian now, too. I’m thrilled to
win the people’s Cup, and that’s
what it’s all about.”

Symons, who was not with Lax-
on at Ethereal’s win, was probably
the more hopeful half of the duo.

“We wouldn’t be here if we
didn’t believe we could,” he said.

Long shot gives Laxon 2nd Melbourne Cup
win, Irish reality star jockey Dolan a first

He has been knocking at the door. 
But that fourth win has been elu-

sive.
Indeed, it has been five months

since Golden Sardine picked up a
winner’s purse.

That last one was on June 4. In
that race over the 1,300m at the Se-
langor Turf Club, he came from
third at the final bend to beat Good
Fight by a shorthead.

That day, jockey Ruzaini Supien
had to work really hard for the
money and both horse and jockey
deserved the cheers.

Well, Golden Sardine has a
chance to post a fourth win on the
board when he takes on a Class 3
field over the 1,200m on Nov 10.

It will not be a walk in the park,
but trainer Winson Cheng Han
Yong would feel good after watch-
ing his charge go about his workout
on Nov 5.

Sent over the 600m, the seven-
year-old son of Iffraaj showed good
action when running the trip in a
swift 36sec.

It was a show of speed and, as we
know, Golden Sardine enjoys being
able to dictate things.

He did that two starts back when
leading until the 200m mark.

However, he had nothing more to
offer in the closing stages and he
was eventually run down, finishing
last in that field of eight.

Last time, he did much better,
holding down fourth spot in a race
over the 1,400m.

Since that outing, his trainer has
allowed him a six-week break and
that workout on Nov 5 was inspir-
ing.

If Golden Sardine can bring that
form to the races, he could be the
one the rest will have to run down.

It will not be easy as two of his
rivals in the upcoming event also
threw in good gallops on the morn-
ing of Nov 5.

Infinity Glory and Infinity War-
rior were also out on the training
track and they posted identical fast
times of 36.4sec in their respective

gallops.
Both are trained by Simon Dun-

derdale and both have already
posted two wins each for their
owners, the Infinity Stable.

Yes, they will push Golden Sar-
dine to the limit and it might be a
good idea to wrap the three of them
into a comfortable tierce bet. 

Elsewhere on the 10-race card,
you might want to keep an eye on
Nozi Cyclone and Black Prince.

A seven-year-old grey, newcomer
Nozi Cyclone drew attention to his
chances in the Class 4 (A) sprint
over the 1,200m when he turned in
a speedy workout.

Having a barrier test with blink-
ers fitted on, Nozi Cyclone stopped
the clock at 35.4sec for the 600m. 

Come Nov 10, the son of Medaglia
D’Oro will be having his first start
for trainer Johnny Lim Boon Thong
who, in the same race, will also sad-
dle former Kranji galloper, Strong
N Smart.

As for Black Prince, he will see
action in the Class 5 (A) race over
the 1,400m.

From trainer Tan Eng Peow’s
yard, Black Prince was all “go”
when clocking 38sec in his wor-
kout over the 600m.

Like numerous horses out on the
training track on Nov 5, Black
Prince was also being out through
barrier practice.

Yet to win a race in a dozen out-
ings at Kuala Lumpur, he gets his
best chance on Nov 10 as the race
comes on the back of a decent trial
on Oct 22.

That day, when partnered by ap-
prentice Shazmin Sudin, Black
Prince clocked 1min 00.74sec for
the 1,000m.

He did not win that hit-out but he
seemed to be striding out nicely all
the way.

A six-year-old by Sacred Falls,
Black Prince is overdue for a win.
With that good workout under his
girth, the breakthrough could
come sooner rather than later.
